WMS Experiment 1 – Android and Eclipse
(Deadline: 2013/11/15)

Requirements：
· 1. Install Eclipse.
· 2. Run the Android emulator and make sure it boot successfully.
· 3. Install the application into emulator. You can either download apk file from the Internet or write the programs (any content) by yourself. 
Implementation Step：
1. Download the PPT to finish first requirement. It is available from the link:
http://wmlab.csie.ncu.edu.tw/~benny/tmp/Eclipse_setup.ppt
2. Download the PPT to finish second requirement. It is available from the link: http://wmlab.csie.ncu.edu.tw/~benny/tmp/AVD_Android_emulator.ppt 

(Notice that AVD name should be your own student ID)
3. For the third requirement, you can choose one of two to implement：

(1) First one will need you to download the free apk file from the Internet. Then install and run it in the emulator. Here you also need to change the background picture.
(2) Second one will need you to write the application (any content) by yourself. Then compile and packet into apk file through Eclipse. Finally, install and run in the emulator.
(Notice that the most important part is to figure out how to put the apk file or image file into emulator)
